Educational Blueprint  

which has a determined 

policy of ñContinuous 

Improvementò in all 

schools, the Karingal 

Network of schools has 

been awarded funding to 

provide Professional Development opportunities 

within each school. The recent philosophy on 

continuous improvement rests on the fact that 

the greatest educational resource we do have in 

our education system is our teachers. Funding is 

now made available to assist teachers to increase 

their teaching capacity by providing 

opportunities to have internal consultants visit 

the school on a regular basis and provide 

stimulus/professional development in order to 

ensure that the latest classroom skills in I/T, 

Numeracy and Literacy are presented for 

discussion by the staff as a whole, by small 

teaching teams and indeed individuals on a one 

to one basis. The main advantage of this 

program is that it is on site where our own FEPS 

context is relevant and completed in actual 

working classrooms. The program will 

commence in 2010.
